Service First: This was a May
4 roll-call vote on the Senate floor
that passed SB 466, the Senate ver-
sion of “Service First.” While bet-
ter than the House version, this
was still a terrible bill that stripped
state employees of their seniority
rights.

State University System:
This was a May 4 roll-call vote on
the Senate floor that passed SB
1162, a bill that throws the SUS
into turmoil by abolishing the
Board of Regents and creating in-
dividual boards of trustees for each
university. See page 6 for more de-
tails about the bill.

Special Risk: This was a May 4
roll-call vote on the Senate floor that
passed HB 347 with the nonprofes-
sional forensic workers included. The
bill died in the House when Major-
ity Leader Mike Fasano refused to
pass the bill containing forensic
workers.

Department of Labor and
Employment Security: This was
a May 4 roll-call vote on the Sen-
ate floor that passed HB 1655, a
bill that would abolish DLES.
Thanks to an AFSCME-sponsored

amendment, the Senate passed a
version that made sure that Divi-
sion of Workers’ Compensation
employees were transferred along
with their jobs.
